Councilmember Rocha Garcia moved to Approve. Councilmember Courage seconded the
motion.

Briefing and Possible Action on

2. Briefing and possible action on consideration of sunsetting the City Bond Oversight Commission
and Neighborhood Improvements Advisory Board related to the 2017 Bond Program and
approving the establishment of a new 11-member Streets, Bridges, and Sidewalks Advisory
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Committee. [Roderick Sanchez, Assistant City Manager; Razi Hosseini, Director, Public Works]

Assistant City Manager Rod Sanchez provided an overview of the history of the City Bond
Oversight Commission and the Neighborhood Improvements Advisory Committee and
recommended sunset of the two boards and realign the oversight of future Bond Programs to
existing boards that align with their mission but to create two new advisory boards to oversee: 1)
Stormwater / Drainage and 2) Streets, Bridges, and Sidewalks. The two new committees would
also assist with prioritizing projects for implementation and for future bond development.

Councilmember Pelaez commented that he authored a Council Consideration Request (CCR) that

created City Bond Oversight Commission to provide guidance over the 2017 Bond, but supported
the staff recommendation to sunset the two boards and create new boards to ensure oversight and

meaningful public participation for every proposition in the Bond as well as for general oversight.

Councilmember Cabello Havrda recommended the new Streets, Bridges and Sidewalks Board to
help with feedback to and from the community relating to infrastructure needs.

Mayor Nirenberg supported said that the new boards to allow more guidance to Council for
pedestrian mobility and Neighborhood Accessibility Mobility Project priorities and
provide consistency.

Councilmember Cabello Havrda moved to Approve. Councilmember Rocha Garcia seconded the
motion. The motion carried by the following vote:

Council Consideration Request by Councilmember Manny Pelaez (District 8) regarding overnight
parking regulations for oversized commercial vehicles. [Maria Villagomez, Deputy City Manager;
William P. McManus, Chief of Police]

Deputy City Manager Maria Villagomez provided an overview of the Council Consideration
Request (CCR) and listed the various applicable laws including State Transportation Code Section
545.307 and UDC Sections 35-383 and 19-194(a). She explained that the state law focused on
drivers and restriction of parking in residential subdivisions between 10:00 PM and 6:00 PM.
SAPD was able to provide citations for the street parking violations.

Villagomez provided a comparison chart of the restrictions in different peer cities in Texas. Staff
recommended referral to the Public Safety Committee for further considertion.
