WHEREAS, San Antoni o Fire Department Fire Engineer Despain suffered an illness in the line of 
duty on August 25,2020, and , as a result, required leave in excess of one year to address said illness ; 
and 

WHEREAS, Fire Engineer Despain is requesting an extension of line-of-duty injury leave beyond one 
year for the period September 30, 2021 to November 30, 2021 ; and 

WHEREAS, approving the requested extension will restore 456 hours of accrued leave to Fire 
Engineer Despain ; NOW THEREFORE: 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. An extension beyond one year of San Antoni o Fire Department Fire Engineer Despain's 
line-of-duty injury leave fo r the period September 30, 202 1 to November 30, 202 1, is hereby approved. 

SECTION 2. Thi s Ordinance is effecti ve immediately upon the receipt of e ight affirmative votes; 
otherwi se, it is effective ten days after passage.
