WHEREAS, for the 118th U.S. Congress, which convened on January 10, 2023, the City ' s Federal priorities 
consist of seven pillars, which include Infra tructure, Re iliency & Tran portation, Hous ing, Workforce 
and Training Public Health and Human ervices, Econom ic and Community Development, Military 
Protection, and Public Safety; and 

WHEREAS, on ovember 28, 2022, the City Council Intergovernmental Relation Committee voted to 
forward the Program to the full City Counc il at a B Session which was he ld on January 11 , 2023 ; and 

WHEREAS, it is now necessary for the full C ity Council to approve the C ity of San Antonio's Federal 
Legis lative Program for the I 18 th U.S. Congress; NOW, THEREFORE: 

BE rT ORD Al ED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE ClTY OF AN ANTONIO: 

ECTION 1. The City of an Antonio ' s Federal Leg i lat ive Program fo r the I 18th U . . Congre s i 
authorized and approved.
