Phil Sevilla, Paul Comeaux and George Murphey spoke in opposition to the SA Justice Charter
Amendment commenting thatabortion was illegal in the State and also opposed the citeand
release. Sevillacommented thatthe San AntonioPolice Officer’s Association also opposed the
charter amendment.

Lacey supported legalization of marijuana and gay rights. She requested more follow through by
police and more public restrooms in parks.
