Review and Discussion of Head Start Parent Survey
SUMMARY:

This item presents the following from the Department of Human Services (DHS) Head Start, Early
Head Start, and Early Head Start-Child Care Partnership programs for action by the Head Start
Policy Council.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The Head Start Program Performance Standards 1301.11 and 1302.101(b)(4) states Head Start will
conduct regular surveys to gather information from program participants to help ensure that
participants are receiving the best series we can provide. The information gathered in this survey
is used to determine the strengths and needs of our families and may be used for research
purposes. This year we are including parents as part of the team developing the survey to better



ensure we are asking the questions that parents want to answer.

ISSUE:

Rules and regulations for the Head Start, Early Head Start, and Early Start-Child Care Partnership
grants as set forth by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) require the Head
Start Policy Council to review programmatic actions to oversee certain key responsibilities.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no anticipated impact to the general fund as a result of these actions.

ALTERNATIVES:

The review of the items included in this memorandum are required for program compliance with
U.S. Department of Health and Human Services rules and regulations for Head Start, Early Head
Start, and Early Head Start- Child Care Partnership programs.

RECOMMENDATION:
